A Groundswell in Organics Recycling

VRM has pioneered the use of inoculants which
foster and maintain bacterial photosynthesis to
energise bio-systems. Use of these inoculants in
organic recycling adds the extra energy which
enables  reduced turning and  accelerated
composting. VRM has developed a compost process
called Photon Composting which fosters incubation
of bacterial photosynthesis. A by-product of Photon
Composting is the digestion of Hydrogen Sulphide.
This gives widespread odour control.  Incubating
bacterial photosynthesis in composted organics
also adds the capacity for carbon capture. Photon
Compost becomes a catalyst for building soil
carbon.
